Authority of scripture  
We affirm the Bible as the inspired, infallible, and authoritative Word of God. It is the foundation for our 
faith, our values, and our work. Scripture reveals God’s character, His redemptive plan, and His call to 
love and serve others. While we uphold the inerrancy of Scripture, we recognize that Christians across 
denominations may interpret it differently.

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Spiritual formation of staff

We work to strengthen families and preserve them whenever possible.  We affirm the biblical design of 
marriage as a covenant between one man and one woman, established by God to reflect His love and 
faithfulness. This covenant reflects Christ’s love and provides a stable, nurturing environment for children.
